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Public Site TABS view webpart:
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The TABS VIEW webpart collects all the webparts located beneath it and displays them in a tabbed view. Reference the image above as an example. 


[bookmark: _GoBack]HOW-TO USE:

1. Navigate to the webpage you want to use the TABS view on. 
2. Edit the page and add all the webparts you would like displayed in the tabs (NOTE: if the webpart is displaying a list/library then that list/library must have been created prior to adding it to the webpage for display through the webpart). 
3. All the webpart titles must be something custom (i.e. not the default webpart name). Otherwise the TABS view webpart will display that tabs title as “Item”. 
4. Once your webparts are added and arranged in the order you want them from top to bottom (a.k.a. left to right for the tabs) select Add a Webpart, then select the NCNG folder from the webpart gallery at the top left, then select the TABS View webpart and select OK. 
(NOTE: webpart chrome state must be set to Default, Title Only, or Title and Border for TABS to work)
5. Save the page and view your TABS. If they are as-desired then publish your page for viewing. If they are not as-desired then edit the page and make necessary adjustments. 
(Keep in mind that the TABS View webpart will collect all the webparts located under it within the same webpart zone)

FEATURES:

· Multiple Webparts per Tab – if you assign multiple webparts the same name the TABS view webpart will collect those for display under the same tab.
